Submitting a manuscript for the Proceedings of PP05

Here are the answers to some frequently-asked questions:

Do I need to order the Proceedings now?

You must order the special issue (book) of Nucleosides, Nucleotides and Nucleic Acids before 15th September 2005. This requires the special form provided in Prague, also obtainable from the PP05 web page, www.pp05.com . Send the order form to Professor Andrea Griesmacher by post or fax.

Do I order a book for everyone in my group?

Each first author (= the person who presented at PP05) must order a book. If you gave an oral presentation and a poster, you only order one book. 

Professor Clouseau is a co-author on six papers: can he order a book?

The Professor may order a book for himself. If he did not present a paper personally, the person who did give the presentation must be the first author and must also order a book. 

May I order more than one copy?

Of course! For example, Professor Clouseau may order seven copies, one for himself and for each member of his research group – he should ensure that all the names of his colleagues are attached to the order form, especially if they will be submitting separate manuscripts.

Why must we order the volume in order to publish a paper?

The publishers have offered us a special price, and we must order a minimum number to keep the price low. To ensure you have all the information on your bookshelf, it is better to order the special book, since few institutions have a subscription to NNNA.

What is the format for the paper?

Instructions will be provided through the PP05 web page www.pp05.com 

Briefly, you will be allowed four printed pages (including references) for a poster or oral communication, eight pages for an invited lecture. You will be allowed only one or two Figures or Tables, and they should fit within the page allowance.

How do I submit the manuscript?

You should submit the paper electronically (as an attachment) to the secretary of Prof. Dr Frits Peters at s.vangeloven@vumc.nl before 15th September 2005

What happens then?

First, we will confirm that you have ordered a copy of the Proceedings book. The manuscripts will be reviewed by the scientific editorial board of PP05, while help from outside might also be requested. You may be asked to revise or shorten your paper to conform to the requirements. If you do not comply, your paper may not be accepted.

If my paper is rejected, will I get my money back?

Sorry, the order for the Proceedings does not guarantee that your paper will be accepted. You will still receive a copy, even if you have not published a paper in the book.

When will it be published?

If the review process is speedy, the book should be published in early summer 2006.
